(along Yonge Street and Steeles Ave. W.)

- Architecturally uninteresting.

- Buildings setback from the street a great distance with parking
located out front.

- Weak neighbourhood character and identity.

- Fast moving traffic.

- Traffic congestion.

- Car oriented environment.

- Wide street cross section.

- Not pedestrian friendly: lacks pedestrian amenities.
- Pedestrian crossings are far apatrt.

- Overhead wires dominate streetscape.

- Street clutter i.e. temporary signage.

- No dedicated bicycle lane on Yonge or Steeles.
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
