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Traffic Calming Overview

What is traffic calming?

Traffic calming refers to physical features and road designs to:
* reduce vehicular speeds
* reduce the number and severity of collisions
* improve pedestrian and cyclist safety
* improve the quality of the environment
« potentially reduce traffic volumes
