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Overview You will need...

A simple craft that you can do with children to identify the plants you have Bowtie pasta

put in the ground to support monarch butterflies. paint - orange, black & white
paint palette or 3 x recycled lids
paint brush
popsicle sticks
glue

Instructions

Put a blob of each colour of paint on your palette, or the
recycled lids. Use a paint brush to decorate your butterfly
pasta with these colours - be as accurate or creative as you
like! Once the paint is dry, glue the middle of your butterfly
to the popsicle stick and leave to dry.

When it's ready, place your marker next to your favourite
monarch-friendly plant!
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
