Background - Analysis and Options 

Correspondence was received from the Chairman of the Federation of Chinese Canadians in 
York Region.  
 
The request meets the City’s Flag Raising Policy, as follows: 
 
“In recognition of the ethnic diversity of the residents of the municipality the City of Vaughan will 
fly at the Civic Centre the flag of any nation, country or ethnic group on the national day or on the 
anniversary of a special occasion, upon a written request to the City Clerk submitted one month 
in advance by that nation, or ethnic group or its representatives”.  
 
The People’s Republic of China was founded on October 1, 1949. This day marks the country’s 
National Day for Chinese people around the world. It is an important day for Chinese residents in 
both the City of Vaughan and the Regional Municipality of York alike.
