Fire protection equipment and
resources available shall include sufficient personnel and equipment such as rakes, shovels, back hoes,
bulldozers, front-end loaders, or water on-site required to control a fire. The Applicant shall post a highly visible
sign displaying this permit number.

The following regulations are extracted from City of Vaughan By-Law No. 149-99.

1. ...no person shall set or maintain a fire:

(a) in contravention of the Fire Code, the Environmental Protection Act or any other statutory requirements of
Canada or of the Province of Ontario;

(b) on any public road or park ;

(c) in the front or side yard of any developed commercial or developed industrial zoned property within the
City;

(d) at a distance less than 60 metres (196.8 feet) from any building, structure, hedge, fence, public vehicular
roadway or overhead wiring;

(e) at a distance of less than 15 metres (49.2 feet) from any property line;

) unless there is a space clear and free from combustible material around the perimeter of such fire of at
least 9 metres (29.5 feet);

(@) in contravention of the limits on type and volume of material or other restrictions specified on the permit;

(h) after sunset in the afternoon on any day and before sunrise in the forenoon of any day;

Q) unless the equipment and resources designated on the permit are available at the fire site at all times
during the fire;

()] with the aid of flammable or combustible liquids or accelerants of any kind;

(k) unless the person to whom the permit has been issued or such other person as may be designated in the

permit is in attendance at the fire in aresponsible and supervisory capacity at all times until such fire has
been completely extinguished.

2. Every person who contravenes or fails to comply with any provision of the by-law is liable for expenses
incurred to extinguish the fire and is guilty of an offence under the Provincial Offences Act, R.S.O.
1990,c.P.33.

The Applicant agrees to assume full responsibility for any damages arising from the fire for which this Permit is
issued and agrees to adhere to any special instructions appended herewith.
